We have been asked by the Subcommission of Quaternary Stratigraphy of the International Commission on Stratigraphy (ICS) to set up an Anthropocene Working Group, to examine and debate the case for formalizing this term within the Geological Time Scale (see attached document for details).

We would be pleased if you would agree to join this Working Group.  The work involved should not be onerous, nor costly (as with most ICS business, we envisage that most interchange will take place by e-mail).  However, it should be interesting, and of use to the scientific community.  The end result should be include: summaries of comparison of different kinds of stratigraphically significant change (of biota, geomorphological process, sediment character and so on) between the present and geological past;  an assessment of the utility of such a formal term to the scientific community;  and recommendations to the ICS.
We would be pleased also for suggestions of other members, particularly to ensure worldwide representation.
